· Media are not allowed to distribute or promote their publications or solicit advertising while attending our meetings or visiting the exhibit hall.  Anyone doing so will be asked to leave the meeting.

· Each attendee will be asked to complete a registration form, indicating all of their contact information.  Copies of these forms along with a copy of pres credentials should be sent to the Director of Public Awareness at the fax number below, who will approve the registration. 

· If media representatives wish to attend the pre-con sessions or SNA sponsored events, such as the Farewell Event, they must pay the regular rates for those sessions.

· SNA requests that reporters send copies of any stories generated as a result of their attendance at our meetings.
